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PINTLALA BRANCH LIBRARY TO BE DEDICATED

On Sunday, July 21st, at 3:00 P.M. the new Pintlala Branch Library
will be formally dedicated. Many people in this section of
Montgomery County have worked hard to make this dream a reality.

Beuna Mae Duncan Sellers, through her love of books and education,
made a bequest to the Pintlala Librdry. This fund was approximately
one-third of the cost of the facility. The Montgomery County Board
of Education gave a 100-year lease on the property for the Library.
The Montgomery County Commission has funded the remaining costs.

A bit of history: In 1954, Alabama's Congressman Carl Elliot of
Jasper pushed a bill through Congress to fund rural library services
in the United States. Madison County (Huntsville) and Montgomery
County were the first counties in Alabama to avail themselves to

the funding. Our first county library was a World War I wooden
ambulance manned by the wonderful Ethel Sanders and one helper.
Books were carried to schools, stores, and in yards of centrally
located homes. Montgomery County had its own Library Board and
Director. The Bookmobile and County Library were housed in the Court
House. Through the years, the original bookmobile was replaced by
what was then state-of-art bookmobiles. Judge Walter B. Jones,

Mrs. Tommie Lacy and many others continued to work to improve the
system. In 1973, the two library boards agreed to merge and the
library system became County-City. 1In 1979, Ramer, with the help

of the County Commission, built a permanent library. The discarded
bookmobile they had been using was brought to Pintlala. It-was
manned entirely by wonderful people called volunteers and was open
Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday from 1:30 to 4:00 P.M. and Saturday
from 9 to 11:30 A.M. In 1983, the double-wide that we are now re-
placing was dedicated, along with the Pintlala Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment and Sheriff's Sub-Station. Finally, we got a part-time paid
librarian for mornings and volunteers continued the afternoon hours.
So the years have seen many changes.

Pintlala Branch Library will now be open from 8:00 to 5:00 Monday
through Friday and 9:00 to 1:00 on Saturday. Part of the research
section has been set aside for PHA files and books. The meeting room
will be available through reservations with the Tibrarian and
according to guidelines from the Library Board. In the fall, a com-
puter section will be available for use. It will include a master
file of books available throughout the Montgomery Citly-County Library
system. We have patrons from Lowndes and Crenshaw counties. They
have to pay a small fee to register. Please make use of this facility.

01d Covered Bridge Doomed on Selma Road

Only Six Left in State;
Facts, Legends Cited
About Purpose of Roof

The legend still persists that covered bridges were designed
to provide an outdoor parlor for courting couples of the buggy days.

Since one of Montgomery County's two remaining covered bridges
soon will be felled in the name of progress, it would be disre-
spectful to disenchant believers of the legend at this late date.

But, just for the record, the old bridge designers had other
motives than the furtherance of moon-June-spoon. They put walls
and a roof on their spans to protect the huge wooden backbone beams
from the weather.

The barnlike structure added 10 to 40 years or more to the
1ife of wooden bridges, their builders found.

If they had any other motives, they were slyly concealed behind
the cardinal rule of architecture: "Form must follow function.

If the bridge's "function"turned out to be something more than
a bridge, that could hardly be blamed on the designers.

Still Unsafe

The covered bridge has taken its place alongside the old oaken
bucket among vanishing Americana. Present generations are still
not safe from fathers' tales of their childhood hardship-- in which
both venerable relics play a prominent part.

The "When-I-Was-A-Boy" stories invariably begin with the in-
domitable youth breaking ice from the old oaken bucket before washing
his face. Then the walk to school-- usually 50 to 100 miles.

And they always walked across the old covered bridge. In the
spring, sheltered from the gaze of truant officers, they fished for
perch through cracks in the floor. They guess they caught a million
pounds of fish from that old bridge. (Chuckles). Boy, those were
the days. (Look of awful nostalgia.)

If history accords the covered bridge no other niche, it will be
remembered as a gimmick in the oft-told tales of family reconteurs.

Two in County

The two old-timers still standing in the county are both on
Pintlala Creek. South of the 01d Selma Road bridge is another on
the Wasden Road.

The Selma Road bridge was doomed by a recent decision of Dallas
and Montgomery Counties to replace it with a modern concrete structure.
(Pintlala Creek is the line between the two countiés at this point.)

Beyond the fact that it's more than 100 yeairs old, the history
of the old bridge is obscure. Tom Edwards, county engineer, said it
had been standing some 75 years when he joined the engineer's office
40 years ago. But he hasn't been able to find any records of the
builder.

The huge hard pine beams are pinned with wooden pegs. Political
placards and soft drink signs, both offering lavish promises, blas-
pheme the sagging top, which once bore this simple, dignified
admonition:

"$5 fine for going faster than a walk across this bridge."

Today, the obvious peril makes the sign unnecessary.

Only Few Now

As late as the early 1930s there were 450 covered bridges still
standing in the U.S. But these have since succumbed at an appalling
rate-- most of them to that nemesis of all covered bridges, fire.

The first framed timber bridge in America was built by Col.
Enoch Hales, as a political move, across the Connecticut River at
Bellow Falls, Vt., in 1785.

A Timothy Palmer was among the first to discover the advantage
of covering wooden bridges against the elements. In 1804, he built
a bridge across the Schuylkill River at Philadelphia.

Atticus Mullin, greatest 1iving authority on the covered bridge
in Alabama, 1ists only seven still standing in this state.

In the evolution of bridge architecture, the "lattice truss"
design of the covered bridge gave way to the "Queen's truss," an
open skeleton arrangement with low bannister sides.

Termed Indecent

Admirers of the covered bridge deplored the new type, calling
it "indecent" and "naked." ;

That the covered bridge had some ardent contemporary fans is
evidenced by a newspaper story dated March 17, 1841. When one of
the covered bridges in Columbus, Ga., was torn down and swept away
by flood waters, a reporter covering the catastrophe was moved to
write:

"Never was there a more majestic sight than the departure of
that noble bridge on its remarkable voyage..."

The "remarkable voyage" was an eight-mile cruise down the creek.
The people 1iked the bridge so much they brought it back (the story
didn't say how) at a cost of $15,000.

Aid Tired Joints

The 01d Selma Road bridge would have gone the same way if
Engineer Edwards hadn't strengthened its tired old joints many times.

The roof and sides are ignobly supported by a cable from a stout
tree on the creek bank. Otherwise, when the south wind roared up
Pintlala some stormy night, the old structure would have given up
its impatient pine ghost and flopped in the stream 50.feet below.

Its sides are parched by the heat of many summers and creaked
by the cold of many winters.

When the wind blows through the gaps in its. f1app1ng clapboards,
the old bridge moans 1ike a thing weary of this:-“1ife, knowing it
has outlived its usefulness.

The day they finally decide to pull out its artificial supports,
the cables and the props, and let it die, it won't scream the way
new wood does.

It will give up a long, impassioned sigh of relief.
